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I.  Funding Opportunity Description

1. Purpose
This announcement solicits applications for the FY 2012 extramural grant program:  Public Education Efforts to Increase Solid Organ
 Donation.  

Qualified public and non-profit private entities are eligible to apply.  This grant program is administered by the Division of Transplantation (DoT), Healthcare Systems Bureau (HSB), Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA), U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS).  
This grant program supports DoT’s mission to educate the public about the need for solid organ donation and to encourage positive donation decisions, documentation, and family discussions.  Two types of projects may be funded under this grant program, both of which include an evaluation component.  Category 1 projects may be new or follow-up studies that build upon and replicate public education and outreach interventions that have already been shown to be effective in increasing the number and rate of individuals who choose to be donors and enroll in State donor registries.  Alternately, Category 2 projects may be community outreach interventions that include the two campaign components demonstrated in professional literature as being critically important for generating behavior change—a strong and population-appropriate set of interactive and motivational community strategies and a synchronized and reinforcing media outreach component.  Resulting campaigns are to focus on  increasing deceased donor registration or  increasing knowledge of opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of living donation. 

Projects may also focus on living donation to educate patients who may need an organ and/or individuals considering serving as living donors about the opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of deceased and living donation, as appropriate.  However, because of the risks associated with any major surgical procedure, this grant program will not support projects that attempt to encourage living donation, increase the number of living donors or to increase individuals’ readiness/willingness to pursue living donation as reflected in the goals, interventions, outcome measures, and metrics.  Some examples of projects to educate about living donation include: interventions to help potential donors, potential recipients, and their families make informed choices; interventions to reduce or eliminate barriers to education about living donation for potential donors or transplant candidates; and interventions designed to improve the education of living donors and those considering living donation in a healthcare or other relevant setting (dialysis centers, transplant programs, nephrologist's offices, community venues, etc).

Public health and other professional literature, as well as program experience, indicate that a combination of mass media and interactive community-level programs offers the best chance for stimulating health behavior change.  In summarizing research on this issue for the 1991 Surgeon General’s Workshop on Organ Donation, one expert indicated that “It has long been recognized that a media-driven health promotion campaign is more likely to succeed in changing behavior when other program components are in place…”
  These other components are face-to-face community education efforts that are in sync with the messages expressed in the media and that target the same population.  

The specific purpose of this two (2)-year grant program is to promote broader implementation and evaluation of interventions that work to increase public commitment to solid organ donation and to increase knowledge of living donation. Applications for this program must propose a project to implement one of the following two types of public outreach interventions and must indicate whether the projects are designed to address deceased organ donation or living organ donation or both.
Category 1:  Replication of Empirically Validated Interventions.  Numerous interventions have been shown to be effective in increasing donor designation or in changing other types of health behavior.  Applicants may replicate in their own areas specific interventions that have been demonstrated through research studies to increase public commitment to deceased donation, or knowledge of opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of living donation, or may adapt strategies or components of interventions that have demonstrated effectiveness in promoting behavior change in other disciplines.  A replication should be conducted in a geographic area that is different from the original and should closely resemble the original study.   Project proposed under this category must have strong evaluation components as described below.
Category 2:  Combined Community Outreach Interventions.  In recognition of the well demonstrated link between behavior change and carefully designed outreach strategies consisting of grassroots motivational interventions and reinforcing media outreach strategies, applicants may construct a project that contains both of these elements in a coordinated and well justified approach for increasing public commitment to deceased donation or to increase knowledge of opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of deceased and living donation.  Media may be radio, television, print, or Internet-based and must be appropriate for reaching the population(s) targeted in the application.  As an example, viral marketing such as Facebook and YouTube might be especially good venues for reaching today’s youth.  Identification and justification of each strategy as either grassroots or media is required.  Project proposed under this category must have strong evaluation components as described below.
All projects funded under this grant program are intended to support public education and outreach strategies to: (a) increase the number of individuals who make a commitment to become a deceased organ donor or (b) increase knowledge of opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of deceased and living donation.  Efforts under the projects must be evaluated, as described below.  Applicants have considerable flexibility in selection of strategies to implement and populations to target.  Applications that propose to replicate a successful practice must carefully describe the project being replicated, including its procedures, target population(s), intervention(s), materials, evaluation measure(s), and outcomes.  If replication projects need to make minor adjustments from the original project to accommodate local circumstances, these deviations must be thoroughly described and well justified. Funds under this grant program shall not be used for projects that promote or encourage living donation.  
Applications that propose a combined community outreach project have considerable flexibility as to methods, materials, delivery, and settings for the intervention.  However, proposed activities should be appropriate and well justified for the target population. 
All projects using media in their interventions must submit their media messages to HRSA in advance to determine if acknowledgement of HRSA support must be included.  Projects may not broadcast the messages until a response is received from HRSA regardless of media channel (print, radio, television, or Internet).  To the extent possible, applicants are encouraged to use in their grant-funded projects existing print and electronic materials. 

Examples of settings for any project include motor vehicle offices; small, grassroots faith-based and community organizations; health centers; education institutions; worksites; community centers; sports arenas; fraternal organizations; etc.  The preceding examples are illustrative only and should not be construed as a mandatory or finite list of settings.  Applicants are encouraged to consider including faith-based and grassroots community organizations in their projects. 
Applications must propose and justify methods to distinguish results of current and ongoing activities, such as their own activities or those related to other DoT grant projects, Donate Life America Collaborative activities, random media events or television programming, from those to be supported by these grant funds.  

Projects must include both process and outcome evaluation.  For those projects focusing on deceased donation, one measure of outcome evaluation must be increases in the number/rate of registry enrollments.  At minimum, baseline benchmarks should be identified for organ donation sign-up rates along with a proposed project improvement goal and annual targets for each project year and target population.  Both actual and projected rates should be included.  Project evaluation must account for other efforts to increase donor enrollment that may impact project outcomes and distinguish the impact of grant-funded efforts from external or on-going activities in the target communities conducted by the applicant or other organizations.  Projects focusing on living donation must, at minimum, measure increases in knowledge of opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of deceased and living donation within the target population.  
Funds must be used to implement efforts that are not already part of the applicant’s ongoing activities.
Collaboration

This grant program also seeks to promote greater collaboration between the transplant community organizations and those organizations with expertise and experience in evaluation research.  Applicants are strongly encouraged to prepare their applications and, if funded, implement their projects as a consortium of organizations relevant to the project goals.  Specifically, applicants are encouraged to work as a team consisting of the following two types of organizations:

1) at least one organization/institution currently involved and with demonstrated expertise in community education and outreach strategies to encourage public commitment to organ donation; and 
2) at least one organization/institution with demonstrated expertise and experience in evaluation design and methods in the behavioral and social sciences.
2. Background
This program is authorized under Section 377A(a)-(b) of the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 274f-1(a)-(b)), as amended by the Organ Donation and Recovery Improvement Act, P.L. 108-216.
Transplantation is the therapy of choice and often the only choice to treat conditions leading to life-threatening end-stage-organ failure.  Over the past two decades, advances in surgical techniques and post-transplant therapies have improved both short- and long-term graft survival.  Ongoing and future research will continue to contribute to overcoming some of the remaining medical and biological obstacles.  However, even if these obstacles are overcome, the growing number of individuals needing transplants and the inadequate number of organ donors remain major barriers to providing this lifesaving treatment for all who need it.  The critical shortage of donor organs and the disparity between donor potential and actual donation rates have been well documented.  The number of patients waiting for transplants as of July 2011 was more than 111,000.  Approximately 11,000 brain deaths per year could result in organ donation; however, only 7,943 deaths resulted in donation in 2010, a figure far smaller than the need.  Although further study is necessary, the number of potential donors could eventually include out-of-hospital cardiac arrest deaths.  An Institute of Medicine Report, Organ Donation:  Opportunities for Action, cites a conservative estimate of 22,000 per year.  The Report was published in 2006 by the National Academies of Science, Washington, DC.  Even with a national recovery average of 3.01 organs per deceased donor and with the contributions of 6,565 living donors, only 28,662 patients received transplants in the United States in 2010, while 6,567 individuals died waiting (OPTN, July 6, 2011).
An important way to address this growing need for organs is to strengthen and implement public education initiatives to promote individual commitment to deceased donation, and promote documentation of that commitment so that it can be safely recorded and reliably retrieved at an individual’s time of death.  

The need to increase the number of solid organ donations has been consistently recognized in the Uniform Anatomical Gift Act (UAGA).  The original model act was developed in 1968 and revised in 1987.  The 2006 revision of the UAGA has been adopted in some form by 46 states and territories.  

This grant program recognizes the importance of public education and outreach in influencing behavior change.  It also recognizes the importance of evidence-based research in laying the foundation for building sound and effective public outreach campaigns.  Since FY 1999, DoT has supported 97 projects under the Social and Behavioral Interventions to Increase Solid Organ Donation grant program to test specific strategies for their effectiveness in increasing public commitment to become organ donors.  Sixty-seven of these focused entirely or in part on public outreach, using numerous strategies and addressing various populations.  Other strategies also have been identified in research studies and reported in peer reviewed professional literature as effectively increasing donation designation.  Since FY 2007, 22 projects have been supported under the Public Education Efforts to Increase Solid Organ Donation grant program.  Brief descriptions of all projects are available on http://www.organdonor.gov.  
II.  Award Information
1. Type of Award

Funding will be provided in the form of a grant. 
2. Summary of Funding
This program will provide funding for Federal fiscal years 2012-2013.  Approximately $1,000,000 is expected to be available annually to fund three (3) to five (5) grantees.  It is anticipated that the average award for each project year will be $200,000 - $300,000 per year (direct and indirect costs).  The period of support is two (2) years.  Funding beyond the first year is dependent on the availability of appropriated funds for this program in subsequent fiscal years, grantee satisfactory performance, and a decision that continued funding is in the best interest of the Federal government.

III.  Eligibility Information

1. Eligible Applicants

Eligible applicants include Federally-designated organ procurement organizations (OPOs) and other nonprofit private or public entities eligible for funds under Section 377A(a)-(b) of the Public Health Service (PHS) Act as amended, (42 U.S.C. 274f-1(a)-(b)).  Eligible applicants that are public or nonprofit private entities may include State and local governments, Indian Tribal Governments, institutions of higher education, other nonprofit organizations such as faith-based and community organizations, and Tribal organizations.  For profit organizations may participate in a grant project as subcontractors or consortium members but are not eligible to apply as the applicant institution.  Applications that fail to meet the eligibility criteria by the time of the application deadline will not be considered for funding. 

If the applicant or any member of the project team is a member of the Organ Procurement and Transplant Network (OPTN), the applicant and all other OPTN members involved in the project are required to be in compliance with the final rule governing the operation of the OPTN, see 42 CFR part 121 or visit http://optn.transplant.hrsa.gov/.
2. Cost Sharing/Matching
Cost Sharing/Matching is not required.
3. Other
Any application that fails to satisfy the deadline requirements referenced in Section IV.3 will be considered non-responsive and will not be considered for funding under this announcement.
IV.  Application and Submission Information
1. Address to Request Application Package

Application Materials and Required Electronic Submission Information
HRSA requires applicants for this funding opportunity announcement to apply electronically through Grants.gov.  This robust registration and application process protects applicants against fraud and ensures that only authorized representatives from an organization can submit an application.  Applicants are responsible for maintaining these registrations, which should be completed well in advance of submitting your application. Application Format Requirements

The second year 1 workshop and the year 2 workshop may be elsewhere; however, for budgeting purposes, applicants can use Washington, DC.

v. Budget Justification

Provide a narrative that explains the amounts requested for each line in the budget.  The budget justification should specifically describe how each item will support the achievement of proposed objectives.  The budget period is for ONE year.  However, the applicant must submit one-year budgets for each of the subsequent budget periods within the requested project period (two years) at the time of application.  Line item information must be provided to explain the costs entered in the Research and Related budget form.  The budget justification must clearly describe each cost element and explain how each cost contributes to meeting the project’s objectives/goals.  Be very careful about showing how each item in the “other” category is justified.  For subsequent budget years, the justification narrative should highlight the changes from year one or clearly indicate that there are no substantive budget changes during the project period.  The budget justification MUST be concise.  Do NOT use the justification to expand the project narrative.

Provide a separate chart itemizing the individual costs for all evaluation-related activities, including staff time, and provide a total for evaluation costs and its percentage of total direct costs.

Budget for Multi-Year Award 

This announcement is inviting applications for project periods up to two (2) years.  Awards, on a competitive basis, will be for a one-year budget period; although the project period may be for up to two (2) years.  Submission and HRSA approval of your Progress Report(s) and any other required submission or reports is the basis for the budget period renewal and release of subsequent year funds.  Funding beyond the one-year budget period but within the two-year project period is subject to availability of funds, satisfactory progress of the awardee, and a determination that continued funding would be in the best interest of the Federal government.
Include the following in the Budget Justification narrative:
Personnel Costs:  Personnel costs should be explained by listing each staff member who will be supported from funds, name (if possible), position title, percentage of full-time equivalency, and annual salary. 

Fringe Benefits:  List the components that comprise the fringe benefit rate, for example health insurance, taxes, unemployment insurance, life insurance, retirement plans, and tuition reimbursement.  The fringe benefits should be directly proportional to that portion of personnel costs that are allocated for the project.

Travel:  List travel costs according to local and long distance travel.  For local travel, the mileage rate, number of miles, reason for travel and staff member/consumers completing the travel should be outlined.  The budget should also reflect the travel expenses associated with participating in meetings and other proposed trainings or workshops.

Equipment:  List equipment costs and provide justification for the need of the equipment to carry out the program’s goals.  Extensive justification and a detailed status of current equipment must be provided when requesting funds for the purchase of computers and furniture items that meet the definition of equipment (a unit cost of $5,000 or more and a useful life of one or more years).  

Supplies:  List the items that the project will use.  In this category, separate office supplies from medical and educational purchases.  Office supplies could include paper, pencils, and the like; medical supplies are syringes, blood tubes, plastic gloves, etc., and educational supplies may be pamphlets and educational videotapes.  Remember, they must be listed separately.

Contractual:  Applicants are responsible for ensuring that their organization or institution has in place an established and adequate procurement system with fully developed written procedures for awarding and monitoring all contracts.  Applicants must provide a clear explanation as to the purpose of each contract, how the costs were estimated, and the specific contract deliverables.  Reminder:  recipients must notify potential subrecipients that entities receiving subawards must be registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) and provide the recipient with their DUNS number.
Other:  Put all costs that do not fit into any other category into this category and provide an explanation of each cost in this category.  In some cases, rent, utilities and insurance fall under this category if they are not included in an approved indirect cost rate.  

Applicants may include the cost of access accommodations as part of their project’s budget, including sign interpreters, plain language and health literate print materials in alternate formats (including Braille, large print, etc.); and cultural/linguistic competence modifications such as use of cultural brokers, translation or interpretation services at meetings, clinical encounters, and conferences, etc.  
Indirect Costs:  Indirect costs are those costs incurred for common or joint objectives which cannot be readily identified but are necessary to the operations of the organization, e.g., the cost of operating and maintaining facilities, depreciation, and administrative salaries.  For institutions subject to OMB Circular A-21, the term “facilities and administration” is used to denote indirect costs.  If an organization applying for an assistance award does not have an indirect cost rate, the applicant may wish to obtain one through HHS’s Division of Cost Allocation (DCA).  Visit DCA’s website at:  http://rates.psc.gov/ to learn more about rate agreements, the process for applying for them, and the regional offices which negotiate them. 

vi. Staffing Plan and Personnel Requirements

Applicants must present a staffing plan and provide a justification for the plan that includes education and experience qualifications and rationale for the amount of time being requested for each staff position.  Position descriptions that include the roles, responsibilities, and qualifications of proposed project staff must be included in Attachment 2.  When applicable, biographical sketches should include training, language fluency and experience working with the cultural and linguistically diverse populations that are served by their programs.
vii. Assurances
Complete Application Form SF-424B Assurances—Non-Construction Programs provided with the application package.

viii. Certifications

Use the Certifications and Disclosure of Lobbying Activities Application Form provided with the application package.  Any organization or individual that is indebted to the United States, and has a judgment lien filed against it for a debt to the United States, is ineligible to receive a Federal grant.  By signing the SF-424 R&R, the applicant is certifying that they are not delinquent on Federal debt in accordance with OMB Circular A-129.  (Examples of relevant debt include delinquent payroll or other taxes, audit disallowances, guaranteed and direct student loans, benefits that were overpaid, etc.).  If an applicant is delinquent on Federal debt, they should attach an explanation that includes proof that satisfactory arrangements have been made with the Agency to which the debt is owed.  This explanation should be uploaded as Attachment 5.
ix. Project Abstract

Provide a summary of the application.  Because the abstract is often distributed to provide information to the public and Congress, please prepare this so that it is clear, accurate, concise, and without reference to other parts of the application. The project abstract must be single-spaced and limited to one page in length.
x. Program Narrative

This section provides a comprehensive framework and description of all aspects of the proposed program. It should be succinct, self-explanatory and well organized so that reviewers can understand the proposed project. The project narrative should include sufficient information to enable the evaluation of the project.  Be specific and informative and avoid redundancies.  Include page numbers on the attachment(s).  Applicants submitting revisions of proposals that were previously not funded are encouraged to include point-by-point discussion of how weaknesses identified in the summary statement have been addressed.
Use the following section headers for the narrative:
· Introduction
This section should briefly describe the purpose of the proposed project. Indicate in the Introduction whether the application is being submitted as a deceased organ donation project or as a living organ donation project.  Then, indicate in the Introduction whether the application is being submitted as a Category 1 or Category 2 project.  

Category 1:  Replication of Empirically Validated Interventions 
Discuss the overriding reason (purpose) that the project is to be undertaken.  Indicate that a Category 1 project is being proposed.  Provide a brief overview of the original project results.  Discuss why a replication of that project is expected to be effective when applied to your proposed target area and population.  Discuss your goals and measurable steps (objectives) to achieve your goals. 

Category 2:  Combined Community Outreach Interventions 
Discuss the overriding reason (purpose) that the project is to be undertaken.  Indicate that a Category 2 project is being proposed and provide an overview of the project.  Discuss goals, and measurable steps (objectives) to achieve the goals.  Discuss why the proposed project is expected to have a substantial positive impact on increasing public commitment to donation and documentation of that commitment in state registries. 

· NEEDS ASSESSMENT

This section outlines the needs of your community and/or organization.  The target population and its unmet health needs must be described, documented, and justified in this section (to be discussed in greater detail below under Methodology). Attachment 3:  Consortium Agreements, Letters of Support and/or Description(s) of Proposed/Existing Contracts (project specific)

Provide any documents that describe working relationships between the applicant organization and other organizations and programs cited in the proposal
Applications should include letters of support from organizations whose involvement in the project is important to its success, indicating how they will advance the project.  Include only letters of support which specifically indicate a commitment to the project/program (in-kind services, dollars, staff, space, equipment, etc.). Applicants should pay strict attention to addressing all these criteria, as they are the basis upon which the reviewers will evaluate applications.

Review Criteria are used to review and rank applications.  The Public Education Efforts to Increase Solid Organ Donation program has six (6) review criteria:

See IV. 2. x. Program Narrative Section: Methodology.  Extent to which the proposed project is responsive to the intent of the grant program for Category 1 projects as discussed under I.A. Purpose, and is responsive to and shows promise of successfully meeting the specific need for the project as discussed in the application; adequacy of the original project to serve as a model for replication; clarity of the description of the original project proposed goals and objectives; extent to which the proposed project adequately emulates the original project; adequacy of and justification for any modifications to the original project; adequacy of linkages with donor registries in States (deceased donation projects only); feasibility of a project timeline and a plan for process and impact or outcome evaluation; feasibility of the project timeline that includes submission of media messages to HRSA for review; and the degree to which the application discusses the relevance of the project to the goals of Healthy People 2020.

Category 2:  Combined Community Outreach Interventions 
See IV. 2. x. Program Narrative Section: Methodology.  Extent to which the proposed project is responsive to the intent of the grant program as discussed under I.A. Purpose and is responsive to and shows promise of successfully meeting the specific need for the project as discussed in the application; clarity of the proposed goals and objectives; extent to which the described activities are capable of addressing the issue and attaining the project objectives; justification of the approach to indicate its merit; quality of and justification for the proposed plan and purposeful timing and coordination of the various public education and outreach strategies proposed; identification and justification of the strategies as either grassroots or media; adequacy of linkages with donor registries in States where registries exist, or adequacy of other verifiable methods of donor sign-up in States without registries (deceased donation projects only); feasibility of the project timeline that includes submission of media messages to HRSA for approval and the proposed plan for process and impact or outcome evaluation; feasibility of a media plan describing media outlets, including a timeline for development, production and release of media messages which coordinates with the grassroots intervention elements and is supported by the budget and budget narrative; and the degree to which the application discusses the relevance of the project to the goals of Healthy People 2020.
Criterion 3:  EVALUATIVE MEASURES (20 points)

Category 1:  Replication of Empirically Validated Interventions 
See IV. 2. x. Program Narrative Section: Methodology, Evaluation Plan.  Effectiveness of measurement instruments and the methods of the original project to evaluate project results; effectiveness of any modifications made to the measurement instruments or methods in the proposed project; adequacy of baseline data presentation and projected increases for the target population(s), and feasibility of goals and objectives; strength and feasibility of the plan to assess the impact of the interventions on the number or rate of monthly organ donation sign-up (deceased donation only); adequacy and feasibility of the plan to assess the intervention impact on knowledge of the opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of deceased and living donation (living donation projects only); adequacy and feasibility of the plan to distinguish impact of ongoing and external public education activities from activities sponsored by this grant; capacity of the proposed process evaluation plan to assess project implementation, e.g., the extent to which and timeliness with which key project tasks, milestones, and goals have been met.  As appropriate, adequacy of the description of the proposed strategy to collect, analyze and track data to measure process and impact/outcomes, with different cultural groups (e.g., race, ethnicity, language), indication, as in a letter of support, of the applicant’s access to necessary data and the explanation of how the data will be used to inform program development and service delivery.
Category 2:  Combined Community Outreach Interventions 
See IV. 2. x. Program Narrative Section: Methodology, Evaluation Plan.  Effectiveness of methods proposed to monitor and evaluate project results; adequacy of baseline data presentation and projected increases for the target population(s); adequacy and feasibility of goals and objectives; adequacy and feasibility of the plan to assess the impact of the public education and outreach interventions on numbers and/or rates of monthly donor registry enrollment or other sign-up methods (deceased donation projects only); adequacy and feasibility of the plan to assess the intervention impact on knowledge of opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of deceased and living donation (living donation projects only); adequacy and feasibility of the evaluation plan to distinguish impact of ongoing and external public education activities from activities sponsored by this grant; capacity of the proposed process evaluation plan to assess project implementation, e.g., the extent to which and timeliness with which key project tasks, milestones, and goals have been met. As appropriate, adequacy of the description of the proposed strategy to collect, analyze and track data to measure process and impact/outcomes, with different cultural groups (e.g., race, ethnicity, language), indication, as in a letter of support of the applicant’s access to necessary data; and the explanation of how the data will be used to inform program development and service delivery.
Criterion 4:  IMPACT – 20 points

See IV. 2. x. Program Narrative Section: Methodology, Dissemination Plan.  Likelihood of the project to increase public commitment to donation as evidenced by increased enrollment in donor registries and the specificity of the project’s projected impact on the number of new registrants (deceased donation projects only); likelihood of the project to increase knowledge of opportunities for and the process, risks, advantages and disadvantages of deceased and living donation (living donation projects only); the extent and potential effectiveness of plans for dissemination of project information and results, along with lessons learned; and the degree to which project activities are replicable given similar fiscal resources.  The cost-effectiveness of the intervention relative to the size or magnitude of the impact (e.g., potential number of new registrants or donors per cost of implementing the project).

Criterion 5:  RESOURCES/CAPABILITIES – 20 points

See IV. 2. x. Program Narrative Section: Work Plan, Evaluation and Technical Support Capacity, and Organizational Information.  Extent to which project personnel and consortium members, if any, are qualified by training and/or experience to implement and carry out the project; expertise and experience of proposed project staff as supported by education and/or work history; sufficiency of staffing for the magnitude of the proposed project; capabilities of the applicant organization and other key organizations to carry out project activities proposed; capabilities of the donation staff and the research/evaluation staff or consultants to carry out project activities proposed; quality and availability of facilities, personnel, and resources to fulfill the needs and requirements of the proposed project and to accomplish the project objectives; strength of the cooperative arrangements with other organizations or groups, and the proposed participation of grassroots, faith-based, and community organizations, if any; and sufficiency of information on organizational responsibilities and project tasks.
Criterion 6:  SUPPORT REQUESTED – 10 points

See IV. 2. iv. and v. Budget and Budget Justification.  Reasonableness of the proposed budget for the two-year project period in relation to the objectives, the complexity and magnitude of the project, and the anticipated results; clarity and adequacy of budget detail and thoroughness of line-item explanations and justification in the budget narrative for all budget years and for all consortium members, if any; and a clear indication of any costs related to evaluation of the intervention.
2. Review and Selection Process
The Division of Independent Review is responsible for managing objective reviews within HRSA.  Applications competing for Federal funds receive an objective and independent peer review performed by a committee of experts qualified by training and experience in particular fields or disciplines related to the program being reviewed.  In selecting review committee members, other factors in addition to training and experience may be considered to improve the balance of the committee, e.g., geographic distribution.  Each reviewer is screened to avoid conflicts of interest and is responsible for providing an objective, unbiased evaluation based on the review criteria noted above.  The committee provides expert advice on the merits of each application to program officials responsible for final selections for award.

Applications that pass the initial HRSA eligibility screening will be reviewed and rated by a panel based on the program elements and review criteria presented in relevant sections of this program announcement.  The review criteria are designed to enable the review panel to assess the quality of a proposed project and determine the likelihood of its success.  The criteria are closely related to each other and are considered as a whole in judging the overall quality of an application.

C. Technical Assistance for Grantees

In order to maximize effectiveness and efficiency and promote creative exchange of ideas, all funded projects are required to participate in a total of three workshops during the two years of the project.  There will be two (2) Grantee Technical Assistance (TA) Workshops during the first project year, a pre-implementation meeting in early fall and an all-grantee meeting in the summer.  An all-grantee meeting also will be held in the summer of the second year.  The researcher/evaluator and key donation or transplantation professional from each funded project are required to attend all TA workshops.  

The purpose of the Technical Assistance Workshops is to discuss the critical components of each project, assess progress, identify problem areas and potential solutions, develop strategies for achieving maximum efficacy of each project, and promote networking among grantees with like interests.  Workshop consultants will review progress reports and other materials and provide suggestions to grantees on issues such as project intervention, design, approach, outcome measures, budget, and parameters. Suggested budget revisions commensurate with project revisions must be submitted to the Federal government for review and approval.

There is no registration fee to attend any of the required workshops.  However, applicants should include in the budget section funding for lodging, transportation (air and ground), and per diem for two participants whose attendance is required at all DoT grantee workshops.  Other individuals associated with the grant program may attend the meetings but grant funds may not be used to support their travel.  The pre-implementation workshop will be in the Washington, DC area.  The location of the summer technical assistance workshop varies.  

In calculating lodging, per diem, and airfare costs for the pre-implementation workshop, applicants should use the Federal government lodging and per diem rates for Washington, D.C. in September 2011 per day ($288) plus hotel taxes, and the cost of coach class airfare from their city to Washington, D.C.  To estimate lodging and per diem for the summer workshops, use $225 per day which is the average of the government lodging and per diem rates for the following four cities:  Atlanta, Dallas, Seattle, and Washington, DC.  To estimate airfare to the summer workshops, applicants should provide a figure that represents the average of coach class round-trip airfare from their city to the same four cities noted above:  Atlanta, Dallas, Seattle, and Washington, DC.  To estimate travel costs for the year 2 Summer TA meeting, applicants may increase their year 1 estimates by 5%. D. Final Presentation

Grantees must make an oral presentation of their intervention and outcomes during the summer TA meeting of the final project year.  Grantees who obtain a no-cost extension shall make the final presentation in-person during the summer TA meeting of the no-cost extension year so that final data can be reported. Information shall include: description of the intervention and approach, findings, conclusions, challenges and solutions experienced, and contributions of the project in terms of impact on donation.  

E. Data Coordination and Management 

Each grantee shall be responsible for the collection, entry, quality control, and analysis of all project data.  Grantees shall provide interim data and plans for proposed analyses to their government project officers as requested.  All data resulting from this grant shall be made available to the grantor and shall be dispersed at the grantor’s discretion.  Privacy and confidentiality must be protected in accordance with the Privacy Act, as amended (5 U.S.C. 522a).

F. Publication and Presentation of Project Findings 

Publication of major findings is encouraged.  All publications and oral presentations of work performed under, and data resulting from, this grant must contain appropriate acknowledgment of HRSA support and a disclaimer as follows:  

“This publication/presentation was supported by Grant No. ____ from the Health Resources and Services Administration’s Division of Transplantation (HRSA/DoT), U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. In addition, HRSA must be notified in advance of all publications and presentations to enable coordination of announcements about the oral or written presentation of information resulting from the project funded under this grant program.
